MEASURE'S PURPOSE:   The primary purpose of the bill is to insure that children who are victims of human trafficking are treated as victims, not criminals, and that they receive the services they need.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  The bill requires that if there is reasonable cause to believe a child has been a victim of human trafficking, the child shall be deemed a dependent, neglected, or abused child, and directs that the Cabinet for Health and Family Services provide services appropriate for such children.  The bill also sets up a “Human Trafficking Victims Fund” and provides for the seizure of assets from persons violating the statutes concerning human trafficking.  The proceeds from these assets would be applied to the “Human Trafficking Victims Fund”.  The bill also requires that anyone convicted of a human trafficking offense pay a victim’s service fee of $10,000, and proceeds from those fees would be applied to the “Human Trafficking Victims Fund.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Justice and Public Safety Cabinet, Kentucky State Police, and the Department of Juvenile Justice are required to take certain actions to comply with the provisions of this bill.  However, staff in those agencies do not believe the requirements will increase costs to any significant degree, and can be addressed with current staff.
The fact sheet from the Kentucky Rescue and Restore Coalition indicates that 44 children were identified as victims of human trafficking over the last five years.  The Cabinet for Health and Family Services indicated that the potential costs of the bill are indeterminable because the number of children that may fall in this category is unknown, and the extent of the treatment required is also unknown.  However, the cost for one child in out of home care is approximately $30,000 per year and placement in a psychiatric hospital would cost about $100,000 per year.
