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On page 1, after line 17, insert the following:

"Section 2.   KRS 244.050 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
No retail licensee shall give away any alcoholic beverage in any quantity or deliver it in any quantity for less than a full monetary consideration, except as provided by KRS 243.155, 243.157, and subsections[subsection] (2) and (3) of this section.

(2)
A retailer licensed to sell distilled spirits and wine under KRS 243.030(7), (8), or (26) may, after acquiring a license under KRS 243.030(39), allow customers to sample distilled spirits and wine under the following conditions:

(a)
Sampling shall be permitted only on licensed premises and, for licensees licensed under KRS 243.030(7), (8), or (26), during regular business hours;

(b)
A licensee shall not charge for the samples provided to customers;

(c)
Sample sizes shall not exceed:

1.
One (1) ounce for wine; and

2.
One-half (1/2) ounce for distilled spirits; and

(d)
A licensee shall limit a customer to:

1.
Two (2) distilled spirits samples per day; and

2.
Six (6) wine samples per day.

(3)
For events directly associated with a downtown management district authorized under KRS 91.750 to 91.762 and held in a city of the first class, a county containing a city of the first class, or a consolidated local government, the holder of a license to sell wine or malt beverages by the drink may, after acquiring a license under KRS 243.030(39), allow customers to sample wine or malt beverages under the following conditions:

(a)
The event is a designated tour or multi-site event with specified, pre-announced stops at cultural, dining, or tourist locations, authorized by the downtown management district;

(b)
Sampling shall only be:

1.
Conducted by a licensee who is authorized to sell wine or malt beverages by the drink and whose licensed premises is located in the same city of the first class, county containing a city of the first class, or consolidated local government as the tour or multi-site event; and

2.
Permitted at the specified, pre-announced stops on the tour or multi-site event. The stops may be at a licensed or unlicensed premises;

(c)
The licensee or licensee's agent, servant, or employee shall not allow any person under the age of twenty-one (21) to sample wine or malt beverages at any location where the licensee has been authorized to conduct sampling under this subsection;
(d)
A licensee shall not charge for the samples provided to customers;

(e)
Only one (1) licensee may offer samples at a stop on the tour or multi-site event. Different licensees may offer samples at different stops on the tour or multi-site event;

(f)
Sample sizes shall not exceed:

1.
One (1) ounce for wine; and

2.
Two (2) ounces for malt beverages; and

(g)
The downtown management district shall ensure that licensees authorized to conduct sampling under this subsection shall limit a customer to:

1.
Six (6) wine samples per day; or

2.
Eight (8) malt beverage samples per day.

(4)
Licensees authorized to conduct sampling events[Retailers licensed] under this section[KRS 243.030(7) or (8)] shall:

(a)
Notify the Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control at least seven (7) days in advance of conducting a sampling event; and

(b)
Limit a sampling event to a period not to exceed:

1.
Four (4) consecutive hours between 12 noon and 8 p.m. for a sampling event held under subsection (2) of this section; or

2.
Six (6) consecutive hours between 12 noon and 11 p.m. for a sampling event held under subsection (3) of this section.".
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
