Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
House Bill 320 amends various sections of KRS Chapter 67C to establish that the percentage of minority hires conform to the percentage contained in the Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area; and conform the small purchasing limit to KRS 45A.385;  and to require notice of appeals for police merit actions be provided to the chief and the officer.  KRS Chapter 100.137 is amended to allow the director of public works to use a designee on the planning commission and establishes the qualification of that individual. KRS Chapter 100.214 amends hearing notice posting requirements to reduce it from 30 to 14 days and the time frame for appealing a meeting date from 14 to 10 days.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 320 GA, which changes the purchasing limit, would be a moderate savings due to reduced staff time required.  The impact on the other changes would be minimal.
