Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
For counties containing a city of the first class (currently Jefferson, Louisville Metro Government), HB 327 changes the retail package liquor license ratio from one for every 1,500 residents to one for every 2,300 residents.  Existing retail package liquor licenses are exempted from the new population ratios   HB 327 prohibits the issuance of new retail package liquor licenses in the county until the number of licenses falls below the maximum number allowed under the new population ratio.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 327 on counties containing a city of the first class is expected to be nil.
According to the Kentucky Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control, Louisville currently has a retail package liquor license quota of 501 licenses (one for every 1,500 residents).  If HB 327 is enacted, the quota would change to 326 licenses (one for every 2,300 residents).  These figures are based on 2012 population figures prepared by the Kentucky Data Center.  There are now 256 licenses in use, leaving 70 licenses that could be obtained in the future under the proposed one to 2,300 population ratio.  Therefore, since 70 more retail package liquor licenses remain available under HB 327, there should be no potential for limiting licensing fees in the near future.
