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AN ACT relating to college student financial awareness.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 164 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As part of institutional orientation programs for students seeking up to and including bachelor degrees, public postsecondary education institutions shall provide all entering students with educational materials relating to the responsible use of credit cards and personal debt management and are encouraged to conduct new student informational sessions relating to these topics.

(2)
As part of institutional orientation programs for students seeking up to and including bachelor degrees, independent postsecondary education institutions are encouraged to provide all entering students with educational materials relating to the responsible use of credit cards and debt management and to conduct student informational sessions relating to credit cards and debt management.

(3)
For the purposes of this section, public and independent postsecondary education institutions may utilize existing debt education materials and curricula prepared and distributed by nonprofit entities. The Council on Postsecondary Education shall assist postsecondary institutions in identifying these appropriate curricula and materials.
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
