MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this measure is two-fold. One is to clarify where parental statements related to the immunization of students are to be filed. The second is to direct that certain students will be immunized for papillomavirus unless consent is specifically withheld by the parent.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This measure directs that parental statements related to withholding consent for immunizations required by Kentucky Administrative Regulations promulgated by the Cabinet for Health and Family Services and forms to reflect a parent’s choice to accept or decline immunization against human papillomavirus shall be on file with immunization certificates at public or private schools. The second purpose of this measure is to require that female children nine (9) to sixteen (16) years of age and male students ten (10) to sixteen (16) years of age be immunized for papillomavirus unless a parent specifically withholds consent.  To inform parents of this requirement, all public and private elementary schools shall mail or make available on the school’s Web site any forms necessary to reflect a parent’s choice with regard to this immunization. This mailing or posting to the Web site shall occur at least thirty (30) days prior to the first day of the school year and be available to all students enrolled or expected to be enrolled in the sixth grade.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This measure requires that children of a certain age range that attend a public or private school be immunized for human papillomavirus unless the parent refuses to consent to the immunization. The measure does not indicate that the Commonwealth is responsible for providing this immunization. Therefore, this measure has no fiscal impact.
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
