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AN ACT relating to fuel use for electric generation.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 278 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

In the process of reviewing a utility's integrated resource plan or any other proceeding in which a utility's plan to change fuel sources for base load generation is being considered, the commission shall not approve the use of any fuel source if the standard deviation of the delivered cost for that fuel source to power plants in Kentucky is above 100, as measured in cents per million British thermal units (MMBtu). For the purposes of this section, standard deviation shall be calculated with reference to the data contained in the most recent two (2) years of monthly Energy Information Administration Form 923.
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
