MEASURE'S PURPOSE:   The purpose of this measure is to allow eligible high school students to use a portion of their Kentucky Educational Excellence Scholarship (KEES) award to pay tuition for up to six (6) college credit hours when enrolled in a dual credit program.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  The measure amends KRS 164.7881 to allow students to use a portion of their individual KEES award to pay tuition for dual credit courses taken while still a high school senior. The amended language directs that the overall KEES award earned by the student will not change and the length of time and the number of academic terms for which the student is eligible will not change.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no fiscal impact on the Commonwealth. The total funding available for the KEES program is determined by the amount of receipts from the Kentucky Lottery and the award earned by each student is determined by a statutory formula. Neither of these is altered by this measure; this measure only allows for a redistribution of an individual student award.
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
