Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 390 GA amends KRS 67A.240 by expanding the urban-county government civil service eligible list from five applicants to all qualified applicants, and expands the veterans hiring preference to include veterans who served during the Persian Gulf War, Operation Iraqi Freedom, or Operation Enduring Freedom. HB 390 GA amends KRS 67A.270 to require appointments to be made from a list of all eligible individuals and remove the limit on the number of times a person can be certified to the same appointing authority for the same or similar position. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 390 GA is expected to be minimal. Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government officials indicated that they already have staff in-place who review and score incoming applications. HB 390 GA would only require them to modify how they score the application of certain veterans.
