Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 418 expands the requirement that coaches complete a course in sports safety consisting of training on how to prevent common injuries. Currently, KRS 160.445 requires the Kentucky Board of Education to require its coaches to receive sports safety training. This bill expands the requirement to “any city, county, urban-county government, charter county government, consolidated local government, unified local government, special district, or any department, board, or agency, including any agency formed wholly or in part by any of the aforementioned entities, that manages an athletic program.” 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact on the local units of government will be nil to minimal.  Individuals in the local units of government stated that coaches are charged for the safety courses and the Kentucky High School Athletic Association (KHSAA) currently offers a safety course on line at no cost to the individuals or units of government.  It consists of 8 modules with certificates of completion being given after the completion of each module. Local governments would have to make sure its athletic programs are aware of the requirement and see that coaches do in fact get the necessary training.
