Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Section 1 of this legislation amends KRS 137.115 to clarify that as with fiscal courts under existing law, “legislative bodies of urban county governments, and consolidated local governments” may enact license fees for restaurants, retail outlets for soft drinks or ice cream, retail billiard, pool table or bowling alleys, and each place where tobacco products are sold at retail. The legislation further provides that these license fees are to be payable to the county clerk general fund, and that the clerk may receive a commission for the collection of the fee. 

Section 2 of this legislation amends KRS 186.355 to clarify that as with fiscal courts under existing law, $.50 of the renewal fee of a four year motor vehicle operator’s license is to be paid to the “legislative body of an urban-county government, or consolidated local government” where the license is issued for the roads in that urban-county government or consolidated local government.

Section 3 of this legislation amends KRS 440.380 to clarify that as with the county judge/executives under existing law, the “mayor of an urban-county government, or the mayor of a consolidated local government” may order an officer to return a fugitive to Kentucky if that fugitive has waived extradition.

Section 4 of this legislation amends KRS 67.722 to delete the annual expense allowance of $3,600 for a county judge/executive in an urban-county government.          

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of this legislation on county governments other than an urban-county government and consolidated local government is nil. The fiscal impact on urban-county governments and consolidated local governments cannot specifically be determined, but is believed to be minimal. 
This legislation appears to be clean-up legislation clarifying that certain powers that currently exist with fiscal courts generally to enact license fees, distribute $.50 of a motor vehicle renewal fee, and designate an officer to return a fugitive who has waived extradition, also reside in the legislative body or mayor of an urban-county or consolidated local government. Louisville Metro Government believes the powers enumerated in this legislation already reside in the consolidated local government under KRS 67C.101, which was enacted when the merged government was created. 
Section 4 of the legislation which relates to the $3,600 expense allowance for county judge/executives, would be clarified to provide that the allowance would not be paid in an urban-county. A consolidated local government does not receive a $3,600 expense allowance under existing law. This legislation would apply the same exemption to an urban-county government.
