MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 428 creates a new section of KRS CHAPTER 311 establishing the Anesthesiologist Assistant Advisory Committee within the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure for the licensing of anesthesiologist assistants.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  A new Section of KRS 311 directs the Board to promulgate administrative regulations for the licensing and regulation of anesthesiologist assistants and shall establish a nine member Anesthesiologist Assistant Advisory Committee that will review and make recommendations to the board regarding all matters relating to anesthesiologist assistants. 
New Sections of KRS 311 outline the licensing requirements of an anesthesiologist assistant including having passed the certifying examination administered by the National Commission for Certification of Anesthesiologist Assistants (NCCAA); allows an anesthesiologist assistant from another state that has substantially equivalent standards and who is in good standing to apply for licensure in the Commonwealth; allows the executive director, on behalf of the board to grant a temporary license to an applicant who has met the requirements for licensure with the exception of taking the examination or is waiting for the examination results; the board will approve the examination administered by NCCAA or its successor prior to licensing anesthesiologist assistants; the board may revoke, suspend, deny, decline to renew, limit, or restrict a license or may fine, reprimand, or place on probation an anesthesiologist assistant if certain criteria are violated; an inquiry panel established under KRS 311.591 may issue an emergency order in accordance with KRS 13B.125 suspending, limiting, or restricting the anesthesiologist assistant's license at any time when the inquiry panel has probable cause to believe that an anesthesiologist assistant has violate certain criteria that the panel believes to be a danger to the health, welfare, or safety of patients or the general public; outlines the services, practice and procedure for a licensed anesthesiologist assistant; the supervision of an anesthesiologist assistant by a supervision anesthesiologist that meets certain criteria; and the delivery of general anesthesia shall be delivered by an anesthesiologist or a licensed physician; an anesthesiologist assistant is licensed to provide anesthesia care, including general anesthesia under the supervision of an anesthesiologist. 
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The cost of the program will be covered by fees promulgated by the Advisory Committee and approved by the Board of Medical Licensure.
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
