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AN ACT relating to limited commemorative boundary signs.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 177 CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "limited commemorative boundary sign" means signs erected at the direction of the General Assembly or by official order of the secretary, for a limited time period, including but not limited to signs that:

(a)
Honor the birthplace of a person important to a city, town, or community; or

(b)
Honor an event or an accomplishment important to a city, town, or community.

(2)
The Transportation Cabinet shall, upon removal of a limited commemorative boundary sign, offer the sign for purchase. 

(3)
Limited commemorative boundary signs available under subsection (2) of this section shall be available for purchase on the following schedule:

(a)
One (1) to thirty (30) days after removal, the sign shall be available for purchase by the honoree or the owner of the honoree, if the honoree is not a person;

(b)
Thirty-one (31) to sixty (60) days after removal, the sign shall be available for purchase by the honoree's next of kin. If more than one (1) person is interested in purchasing a limited commemorative boundary sign under this subsection, priority shall be given to the first person to make full payment; and

(c)
Sixty-one (61) to ninety (90) days after removal, the sign shall be available for purchase by any interested party. If more than one (1) person is interested in purchasing a limited commemorative boundary sign under this subsection, priority shall be given to the first person to make full payment.

(4)
The cabinet may recycle or dispose of limited commemorative boundary signs ninety-one (91) or more days after removal.

(5)
The cabinet shall charge a fee of fifty dollars ($50) for each limited commemorative boundary sign sold under this section.

(6)
Funds received from the sale of limited commemorative boundary signs under this section shall be deposited into the road fund.

(7)
The cabinet shall promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A to implement this section, including but not limited to a method of notification of removal and the availability of limited commemorative boundary signs for purchase.
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
