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A JOINT RESOLUTION nullifying all federal legislation, regulation, rules, and orders violating the Second Amendment to the Constitution of the United States.

WHEREAS, the Second Amendment to the Constitution of the United States establishes that "A well regulated Militia, being necessary to the security of a free State, the right of the people to keep and bear Arms shall not be infringed"; and

WHEREAS, in November, 1798, the Kentucky Legislature adopted what came to be known as the Kentucky Resolutions of 1798, specifying that individual states have the right to judge whether or not a federal act is unconstitutional; and

WHEREAS, based on the Second Amendment's prohibition against infringement on the rights of citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky to bear arms, all federal restrictions on these rights that violate the true meaning and intent given by the Founding Fathers and Ratifiers of the Constitution of the United States should be judged null and void and of no effect in Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   All federal legislation, regulation, rules, and orders in violation of the Second Amendment to the Constitution of the United States shall be considered null and void in Kentucky.

Section 2.   The General Assembly shall enact all measures necessary to prevent the enforcement of any federal legislation, regulation, rules, and orders in violation of the Second Amendment to the Constitution of the United States.

Section 3.   This Resolution may be cited as the Second Amendment Preservation Act.
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
