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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Kentucky 4-H members and their adult mentors as they participate in "4-H: A Capitol Experience."

WHEREAS, today, February 21, 2013, has been designated "4-H: A Capitol Experience," and represents a day when hundreds of 4-H Youth Development participants are visiting the Capitol of this great Commonwealth to gain a better understanding of their government; and

WHEREAS, 4-H Youth Development sponsors 4-H clubs in urban and rural areas throughout the state; and

WHEREAS, over 204,000 young people ranging in ages from five to 19 participate in 4-H clubs, school enrichment, special interest, individual study, and mentoring in every county of the Commonwealth. Kentucky ranks in the top ten of several 4-H enrollment categories nationally; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky 4-H youth participate in diverse activities involving citizenship and civic engagement, communication and expressive arts, family and consumer sciences, environmental education and earth sciences, healthy lifestyle education, personal development, leadership, plant science, animal science, and technology; and

WHEREAS, participation in 4-H provides young people with hands-on real life opportunities to learn skills, gain knowledge, and make contributions in areas such as agriculture, environmental education, technology, community service, and current youth issues, all while having fun; and

WHEREAS, 4-H has changed through the years to embrace new fields of endeavor, and it has spread across the globe through sponsorship of the International 4-H Youth Exchange; and

WHEREAS, the University of Kentucky's Cooperative Extension Service, Kentucky State University's Cooperative Extension Service, their extension professionals, and thousands of 4-H parents and dedicated volunteers keep the 4-H program functioning effectively; and

WHEREAS, 4-H has developed mutually beneficial partnerships with education, business, government, organizations, and individuals; and

WHEREAS, the 4-H pledge represents a worthwhile set of principles for those of us in this August Body: "I Pledge my HEAD to clearer thinking, my HEART to greater loyalty, my HANDS to larger service, and my HEALTH to better living, for my club, my community, my country, and my world";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

 Section 1.
The House of Representatives recognizes the youth and their adult mentors who are taking part in 4-H programs.

 Section 2.
When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the youths and adults involved in 4-H Youth Development and all those participating in "4-H: A Capitol Experience."
