A RESOLUTION recognizing February 26, 2013, as "Spay Day USA" 2013 and urging Kentuckians to have their cats and dogs spayed or neutered and to contribute to charitable organizations that provide spay and neuter services.

WHEREAS, cats and dogs provide companionship to and share the homes of nearly two-thirds of the homes in the United States; and

WHEREAS, humane societies and animal shelters in the United States must euthanize approximately 4 million cats and dogs each year; and

WHEREAS, although many cats and dogs are healthy and worthy of adoption, euthanasia must take place because of the lack of critical resources such as money, space, and good adoptive homes; and

WHEREAS, the problem of pet overpopulation costs taxpayers of this country millions of dollars annually through animal control programs aimed at coping with millions of homeless cats and dogs; and

WHEREAS, spaying and neutering cats and dogs has been shown to drastically reduce cat and dog overpopulation as well as to improve their overall health; and

WHEREAS, veterinarians, humane societies, shelters, animal rescue organizations, national and local animal protection organizations, and private citizens in 331 cities and 47 states worked together to raise over $380,000 for spay and neuter services and completed the spaying and neutering of 55,000 companion animals through "Spay Day USA" in 2011; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of this Commonwealth should recognize and prepare for "Spay Day USA" 2013 on February 26, 2013;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives recognizes February 26, 2013, as "Spay Day USA" 2013 and urges the citizens of the Commonwealth to commemorate this day by having their cats and dogs spayed and neutered and by contributing to charitable organizations that provide spay and neuter services.

Section 2.   This honorable body recognizes the many humane societies, shelters, and animal rescue organizations in the Commonwealth for their advocacy efforts to educate citizens on the importance and need of spay and neuter services for cats and dogs.

Section 3.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in recognition of the importance of spaying and neutering cats and dogs and affirms February 26, 2013, as "Spay Day USA" 2013.
