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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of E.G. Adams.

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams led a life of exemplary leadership as a retired financier, land developer, farmer, agricultural educator, church deacon, and prominent member of the Christian County Republican Party; and

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams demonstrated the promise his life would hold at a young age. He was chosen as the Junior Chamber of Commerce Outstanding Young Farmer in 1958, and the Junior Chamber's Outstanding Young Man of the Year in 1962. He was selected to represent the United States for the People-to-People Goodwill Tour of England, France, Poland, Hungary, and Russia in 1962. He was elected as the President of the Rotary Club in 1963, and his membership as a Rotarian continued throughout his life; and

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams dedicated much of his life to education. He attended Murray State University, where he later served on the Board of Regents. He earned a degree in agriculture from the University of Kentucky, and a master's degree in agriculture from the University of Illinois, later teaching agriculture at Bethel College. He was a graduate of the Stonier Graduate School of Banking at Rutgers University. He was instrumental in obtaining the site for Hopkinsville Community College and its animal diagnostic laboratory. He was a member of the Phi Kappa Tau fraternity, and of the University of Kentucky Alumni Association, serving as association president for Christian County in 1966; and

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams' distinguished career in finance included serving as Commissioner of Banking and Securities for the Commonwealth of Kentucky; President of Pennyrile Citizens Bank; President of Sedalia Mercantile Bank and Trust in Sedalia, Missouri; Vice President of First City Bank and Trust; and Chairman of the District Two Conference of State Bank Supervisors. He was commissioned by Spindletop Research to analyze the performance of banking in Kentucky, and helped draft a national committee report on responding to regulatory structures for the Conference of State Bank Supervisors; and

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams dedicated his time and talents to enriching the community around him through dedicated service in a broad array of organizations. From 1982 until 1988, he served as civilian aide to the Secretary of the Army for Kentucky. He was a member and director of the Hopkinsville-Christian County Chamber of Commerce, as well as chairman of the United Way Campaign in 1984. He served on the board of Pennyrile Rural Electric Cooperative Corporation and also on the Small Business Administration advisory board. He was a prominent member of the Christian County Republican Executive Committee, and in recent years served on the Christian County Election Board; and

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams owned and operated his family's 500-acre farm, and had worked as a land developer since 1989; and

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams served God through his membership in First Baptist Church, where he continued his life of leadership through his position as Chairman of the Board of Deacons and as Sunday School Superintendent; and

WHEREAS, E.G. Adams left this earthly life on February 20, 2013, and rejoined his loving wife, Betty; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
