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A RESOLUTION recognizing March 11 through March 17, 2013, as Multiple Sclerosis Awareness Week.

WHEREAS, multiple sclerosis, an unpredictable, often-disabling disease of the central nervous system, interrupts the flow of information within the brain and between the brain and body; and

WHEREAS, the symptoms of multiple sclerosis range from numbness and tingling to blindness and paralysis; and

WHEREAS, the progress, severity, and specific symptoms of multiple sclerosis in any one person cannot yet be predicted, but advances in research and treatment are giving hope to those affected by the disease and moving us closer to a world free of multiple sclerosis; and

WHEREAS, most people with multiple sclerosis are diagnosed between the ages of 20 and 50, with more than twice as many women as men contracting the disease; and

WHEREAS, multiple sclerosis affects more than 2.1 million people worldwide; and

WHEREAS, recognizing that good health is a key component of a long, productive, and fulfilling life, Kentucky encourages private efforts to enhance research funding and education programs that address multiple sclerosis; and

WHEREAS, the members of this honorable body, along with Kentuckians across the Commonwealth, support initiatives that raise public awareness concerning urgent health matters, such as multiple sclerosis, with hopes of eliminating all forms of this dreadful disease from our lives;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize March 11 through March 17, 2013, as Multiple Sclerosis Awareness Week.
