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A RESOLUTION recognizing 2013 as "The Year of Italian Culture in the United States" and encouraging citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky to promote awareness of this momentous cultural event. 

WHEREAS, "The Year of Italian Culture in the United States" is an undertaking of great importance and magnitude which underscores the strong ties between Italy and the United States, and in particular, the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the many events planned throughout 2013 will highlight the contributions of Italy from the Renaissance to present and into the future, as Italy establishes itself in the forefront of sciences, technology, research, and innovation; and

WHEREAS, "The Year of Italian Culture in the United States" is a journey that will communicate and promote the country of Italy, engage and enthuse Americans, and strengthen the bonds that unite us while creating new ones. The journey will reveal today's Italy: its brilliance, its excellence that is anchored in the present and driven by an unparalleled past, its innovation in forward motion, and its engagement in projects and looking forward; and

WHEREAS, "The Year of Italian Culture in the United States" emphasizes how the bonds of friendship between Italy and the United States have been strengthened since the World War II to the present time, from international relations to trade relations; and

WHEREAS, the historic friendship between Italy and the United States is not only based on a solid alliance between governments, but on the deep bonds of solidarity between their people;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
