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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Adalin Wichman.

This renowned artist and proud native daughter of the Commonwealth died peacefully at home on March 10, 2013. With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Adalin Wichman, and pause in silent reverence for her life and her many artistic achievements. 

WHEREAS, Adalin Wichman was born in Paris, Kentucky, to Eugenia Fishback and Milton Stern. Her ophthalmologist father often drew the answers to his daughter's questions, and she credited these acts with teaching her to think visually from a very young age; and

WHEREAS, Adalin Wichman graduated from Henry Clay High School. She achieved academic success as an English major at the University of Kentucky, where she graduated Magna Cum Laude and Phi Beta Kappa. She was largely a self-taught artist, although she did study under several well-known artists; and

WHEREAS, Adalin Wichman was an accomplished artist across many platforms, including bronze sculpting, jewelry design, illustration, and painting. She created memorable campaigns as the advertising director for Keeneland in the 1970s and 1980s. She was commissioned to sculpt the Eclipse Award for what is now the National Thoroughbred Racing Association. Each of those bronze sculptures awarded annually since 1972 was hand-finished by Adalin Wichman. She sculpted the bronze bust of Barton W. Stone at the Cane Ridge Site in Bourbon County, and the double bronze portrait bust of historian Dr. Thomas D. Clark in the Lexington History Museum. She designed and installed the Lexington Public Library's central hall display, which includes a five-story Foucault pendulum, the world's largest ceiling clock, an award-winning terrazzo floor design, and an elegant frieze depicting the history of the horse in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the works of Adalin Wichman are found in private and public collections including: H.R.H Queen Elizabeth II, the National Museum of Racing and Hall of Fame, Kentucky Derby Museum, Kentucky Horse Park, Lucille Markey Cancer Center, Transylvania University Library, Keeneland Association Library, Iroquois Hunt Club, Mr. and Mrs. George Headley, the White House Historical Society, Sayre School and the National Sporting Library and Museum. She is a featured artist in the seminal book "Animal and Sporting Artists of America" by F. Turner Reuter, Jr.; and

WHEREAS, Adalin Wichman was a member of the National Society of Arts and Letters and the Lexington Art League. She was on the board of directors for the Lucille Parker Markey Cancer Center at the University of Kentucky. She won the 2011 Medallion for Intellectual Achievement from the University of Kentucky Libraries; the most distinguished of the Governor's Awards in the Arts, The Milner Award; and the Hellenic Ideals Award; and

WHEREAS, Adalin Wichman was preceded in death by her parents and her husband, William Wichman. She is survived by her daughters, Adrian and Alison, and by her sister, Julia; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
