WHEREAS, Fleming County was guided to the state tournament by Head Coach Mark Starns, who was assisted by coaches Lamont Taylor, Deon Taylor, Jimmy L. Hall, Jr., Josh M. Graham, and Chris Davis; and 

WHEREAS, the 2013 Fleming County Panthers should be recognized and honored for their accomplishments, dedication, and hard work, and for the thrills that they gave to their supporters on their way to the Sweet Sixteen;
