WHEREAS, during her tenure, Ms. Crane has overseen the development and growth of the Jessamine County Adult Education and Family Literacy program, including recent accomplishments such as the relocation to an improved program facility in 2011 and the obtainment of a $35,000 grant from the Walmart Foundation in 2012; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Crane has devoted her professional life to the mission of teaching adults to read and to increasing their workforce skills; and

WHEREAS, the name Janice Crane name is synonymous with adult education in Jessamine County, and she will be desperately missed by her colleagues, community partners, and the families she serves in Jessamine County;
