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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Trooper Anson Blake Tribby.

WHEREAS, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby was the son of Bob Tribby and Pam Tribby. He was born on February 21, 1987, in Maysville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby graduated from Mason County High School in 2005. In 2009, he graduated from the University of Kentucky where he majored in psychology. After college, he entered the Kentucky State Police Academy as a member of Cadet Class No. 88 and graduated on September 17, 2010; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby married Rebecca Walton of Georgetown, Kentucky, in June 2010. He was a loving family man who enjoyed spending time with his wife, family, and dog named Troop. He particularly loved to hunt, fish, cook, and have fun with his family and friends; and

WHEREAS, after over two years with the Kentucky State Police, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby earned the Morehead Post 8 Top Trooper Award in May 2012. Because he was highly motivated, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby issued 1,328 citations which included 134 seat belt violations, made 36 DUI arrests, opened 50 criminal cases, and made 183 criminal arrests. He led Post 8 in the number of DUI arrests. His enthusiasm for law enforcement, dedication to his duties, and his professional behavior both on and off duty made him a wonderful asset to the Kentucky State Police; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby was a faithful member of the Living Water Church in Mount Sterling, Kentucky. His deep and abiding faith was a great source of his strength. He was disciplined, courteous, respectful, compassionate, brave, and honorable; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby is preceded in death by his grandfather, Kenneth Leet and his step-grandfather, Jimmy McElfresh. In addition to his wife and parents, he is survived by his paternal grandparents, Robert and Sara Tribby; his maternal grandmother, Barbara McElfresh; his step-grandmother, Terri Leet; and many aunts, uncles, and cousins. Additionally, he is survived by his brothers and sisters in the Kentucky State Police, local law enforcement officials, and sheriffs from all over the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Trooper Anson Blake Tribby had an especially close relationship with his great-uncle and great-aunt, Ernie and Linda Leet, with whom he spent many cherished moments on Flat Fork in Mayslick, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Anson Blake Tribby was killed in a collision with a flatbed wrecker while he was off duty. He departed this life on January 22, 2013, at the young age of 25, and his tragic death is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth of Kentucky. He will be greatly missed by his family, friends, and community;

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
