WHEREAS, Nancy Roberts Edwards, born July 26, 1940, in Mt. Sterling, Kentucky, to the late James Y. and Annie Oldham Roberts, dedicated herself to numerous community efforts and served her family, friends, and community with steadfast grace and devotion; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Edwards attended Montgomery County High School and graduated from Morehead State University; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Edwards served the University of Kentucky College of Agriculture, Cooperative Extension Service for 42 years as a County Extension Agent for Family and Consumer Science in three counties. Of those years of service, Ms. Edwards dedicated herself to the citizens of Franklin County for 32 years; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Edwards was an unrelenting worker and involved herself in many civic organizations, serving as President of several organizations such as Rotary Club of Frankfort, Kentucky Association of Family and Consumer Sciences (KAFCS), Kentucky Extension Association of Family and Consumer Sciences (KEAFCS) and Epsilon Sigma Phi. Ms. Edwards was selected Rotarian of the Year in 2007; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Edwards held membership in the National Active and Retired Federal Employees, Kentucky Historical Society, UK College of Agriculture and Human Environmental Sciences Alumni as a life member, Delta Sigma Gamma, UK Art Museum, UK Arboretum, Blue Grass Hemerocallis Society, and Lexington Travel Club; and

WHEREAS, honors received by Ms. Edwards included the UK School of Human Environmental Sciences Centennial Laureate Award for work and achievement in the profession over the past century; Outstanding Agent Award by KAFCS and KEAFS; National Extension Educator of the Year Finalist, Distinguished Service Award, and Continued Excellence Award. In 2012, Ms. Edwards was recognized as a 50-year member of the American Association of Family and Consumer Sciences; and 

WHEREAS, Ms. Edwards was a devout member of the Frankfort First United Methodist Church and served as a member of the Fine Arts Committee and on the Board of Trustees for 20 years; and

WHEREAS, while Ms. Edwards has left her family, friends and community too soon, her diligence and passion for life and her community of Franklin County will remain her legacy to us; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Edwards passed away on October 3, 2012, leaving behind her loving twin children, Elizabeth "Beth" Stevens and Eric Scott Edwards (Amy); granddaughter, Emma Sophia Edwards; and close personal friend, Jack Eckler;
