With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Private First Class Dustin D. Gross, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Private First Class Dustin D. Gross, of Jeffersonville, Kentucky, was born on September 4, 1992 and he traversed these earthly bounds on May 7, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Private First Class Dustin D. Gross was the beloved son of Angie Brown and Stacy Gross; he was the caring brother of Christopher Wayne Gross; and he leaves behind many other friends and family who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Private First Class Dustin D. Gross was a 2011 graduate of Montgomery County High School and soon after graduation he felt the call to serve his country and enlisted in the United States Army that same year; and  

WHEREAS, he was assigned to the 3rd Squadron, 73rd Cavalry Regiment, 1st Brigade Combat Team, 82nd Airborne Division out of Fort Bragg, North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, the life of Private First Class Dustin D. Gross ended prematurely in Ghazni Province, Afghanistan, of wounds suffered when enemy forces attacked his unit with an improvised explosive device; and

WHEREAS, Private First Class Dustin D. Gross’ awards and decorations include the: Purple Heart, Bronze Star, Army Good Conduct Medal, Combat Infantry Badge, and NATO Medal for service with an international security force; and

WHEREAS, even in his passing, Private First Class Dustin D. Gross’ legacy of selflessness has inspired a Montgomery County community effort to send 142 care packages to Private First Class Gross’ fellow soldiers who remain in Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Private First Class Dustin D. Gross and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Private First Class Dustin D. Gross has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth
