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On page 1, line 12, after "A", by deleting "certificate of compliance for the transportation of"; and

On page 1, line 12, after "goods", by inserting "certificate"; and

On page 1, line 16, after "(3)", by deleting the following in its entirety:

"(a)
A certificate issued or renewed under this section shall expire annually on the last day of December. The department may reduce the license fee on a pro rata basis for initial certificates issued for less than twelve (12) months. Application for renewal shall be made on a form prescribed by the department, and the certificate holder shall furnish the information required by the form.

(b)
The fee for application or renewal shall be twenty-five dollars ($25) annually.

(c)
Failure to renew a certificate within sixty (60) days after the last day of December shall cause the certificate to expire.

(d)
An expired certificate may be restored to active status upon payment to the department of all delinquent fees.

An applicant or certificate holder who is aggrieved by a final order of the department denying, suspending, or revoking a certificate of compliance may appeal to the Circuit Court in the county in which the applicant or certificate holder resides in accordance with KRS Chapter 13B.

On page 7, after line 20, by inserting the following:

Section 4.   KRS 281.620 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Every applicant for a certificate or permit or for amendment or transfer or sale or change in route or abandonment of a certificate or permit shall apply for same to the department in such form and the application shall contain such matters as the department may prescribe.

For the filing of such application the department shall receive a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25), except for the filing of an application for a household goods certificate, for which the department shall receive a fee of two hundred fifty dollars ($250).

Section 5.   KRS 281.650 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Every certificate or permit shall be renewed before January 1 of each year. Application for renewal shall be in such form as the department may require.

(2)
No motor vehicle shall be operated after January 1 of each year unless the requisite fee as hereinafter provided for is paid.

(3)
A certificate or permit not renewed within one (1) calendar year after renewal date shall automatically become null and void and cannot be reinstated. Nothing herein contained shall prohibit the filing of a new application.

(4)
The department shall not renew any certificate or permit if such certificate or permit has been revoked, or if suspended, during the period of suspension. A certificate or permit shall not be considered as revoked or suspended when an appeal is pending in the Franklin Circuit Court or in the Court of Appeals from an order of revocation or suspension until said appeal has been decided by the courts.

For the renewal of any intrastate certificate or permit the department shall receive a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25), except for the renewal of a household goods certificate, for which the department shall receive a fee of two hundred fifty dollars ($250).".
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
