Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 58 amends KRS 189.338 by clarifying that operators of a motor vehicle are to treat an intersection with a completely inoperable traffic signal as a four way stop.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 58 on local government would likely be minimal. Law enforcement officials said they believed most motorists already treat intersections with inoperable traffic signals as a four way stop. If a motorist did violate the provisions of SB 58, law enforcement would cite them for a moving violation, resulting in a fine and associated court costs. The occurrence of such violations is likely to vary across the state because of differences in the number of traffic signals, frequency of outages, and enforcement efforts.
