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AN ACT relating to the prohibition against implementing the United Nations Agenda 21.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBCHAPTER 1 OF KRS CHAPTER 224 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For the purposes of this section, the following definitions apply:

(a)
"United Nations Agenda 21" means the nonbinding policy statement adopted at the 1992 Rio de Janerio Conference of United Nations Conference on Environment and Development that set forth principles and objectives for national policies and actions to promote sustainable development. "United Nations Agenda 21" includes the Rio Declaration on Environment and Development and the Statement of Principles for Sustainable Development; and

(b)
"Political subdivision" has the same meaning as in KRS 39D.040.

(2)
Because the United Nations Agenda 21 attempts to usurp the rights of property owners via use of eminent domain, no state agency or political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Kentucky shall adopt or implement the creed, doctrine, principles, or any tenet of the United Nations Agenda 21 or any other international law that contravenes the United States Constitution or the Constitution of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

(3)
No state agency or political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Kentucky shall:

(a)
Be a member of an organization that intends on implementing the United Nations Agenda 21: or

(b)
Expend public funds, regardless of whether the funds were received into a public account from taxpayer receipts or from private grants, directly or indirectly, to organizations that intend on using any portion for implementing the United Nations Agenda 21.
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
