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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to erect signs on United States Highway 25 in Madison County that proudly proclaim Madison County as the "Home of the B. Michael Caudill Middle School 2012 World Championship Archery Team."

WHEREAS, the B. Michael Caudill Middle School archery team finished in the top five this year in the State and National Archery Championships, thereby qualifying to compete at the 2012 National Archery in the Schools Program's (NASP) World Invitational Tournament; and

WHEREAS, in October 2012, 24 sixth, seventh, and eighth-grade students from B. Michael Caudill Middle School competed in the 2012 NASP World Invitational Tournament in Orlando, Florida; and

WHEREAS, there were 1,243 student archers from 24 states, Canada, Namibia, and South Africa competing during the three-day event for the World Championship title; and

WHEREAS, the B. Michael Caudill Middle School archery team achieved its highest score ever; and

WHEREAS, the B. Michael Caudill Middle School archery team won first place at the tournament;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to honor the B. Michael Caudill Middle School archery team by erecting signs on United States Highway 25 approaching the school in each direction that read, "Home of the B. Michael Caudill Middle School 2012 World Championship Archery Team."  The signs shall be erected within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution and shall remain in place for at least one year from the date of their placement.
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
