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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the Billie J. Grills Memorial Highway in Carter County.

WHEREAS, Billie J. Grills was a respected resident of Olive Hill, Kentucky, who was an active member of his community and who generously lent his time and talents to a multitude of worthwhile organizations, including the Olive Hill Fire Department, the Olive Hill Little League, the El Hasa Shrine Club, the Masonic Lodge, and many others; and

WHEREAS, Billie J. Grills was perhaps most widely known for his phenomenal service as an Emergency Medical Technician with the Carter County Emergency Medical Services where he served with great skill and commitment for ten years, beginning in June 1976; and

WHEREAS, on November 11, 1986, Billie J. Grills  passed away in the line of duty, suffering a fatal stroke after carrying a patient in his arms down a steep flight of stairs; and

WHEREAS, for his distinguished service, Billie Grills' name was added to the National EMS Memorial during a ceremony in Olive Hill on May 23, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Billie Grills is survived by his beloved children, Kristy Grills Holman and Billy Grills, who were very young at the time of their father's death and who now have children of their own; two siblings; and a host of other family members, friends, and loved ones who continue to mourn his untimely passing at the young age of thirty-seven; and

WHEREAS, Billie J. Grills, a man of extraordinary strength, compassion, and devotion to his family and his fellow man, will forever be remembered by all those whose lives were touched by his remarkable presence. He is mourned and remembered with the utmost respect and admiration as a highly regarded citizen who made many and lasting contributions to his family, friends, and community before his passing;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate United States Route 60 in Carter County, from mile point 9.0 to mile point 10.4, as the "Billie J. Grills Memorial Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation. This honorary designation shall supersede any previous designations for this section of highway.
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
