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A RESOLUTION honoring the Campbellsville University Track and Field National Champions and adjourning the Senate in their honor.

WHEREAS, Campbellsville University is an honorable institution of learning nestled in Taylor County, Kentucky, within the beautiful and historic City of Campbellsville; and

WHEREAS, Campbellsville University has distinguished itself through the receipt of many accolades bestowed upon it by various organizations, each of which recognizes the tradition of academic excellence, as well as athletic excellence the university has cultivated; and

WHEREAS, most recently, the Campbellsville University Track and Field program has distinguished itself as being the illustrious center of the sport through the stellar achievements of its team members; and

WHEREAS, since 2009, the Campbellsville University Track and Field program has won eight individual National Christian College Athletic Association national titles; and

WHEREAS, in 2012, certain members of the Campbellsville University Track and Field team have distinguished themselves further in their fields of competition: Tiosha Beasley, who won the NCCAA Women's Outdoor Track and Field National Championship for both the long jump and the triple jump; Tiana Benjamin, who won the NCCAA Women's Outdoor Track and Field National Championship for the javelin; P.J. Randles, who won the NCCAA Men's Indoor Track and Field National Championship for the triple jump; and Nathelie Zetrenne, who won the NCCAA Women's Outdoor Track and Field National Championship for the 100 meter hurdles; and

WHEREAS, with the attainment of these victories, the Track and Field program enjoys the most individual national titles of any sports program at Campbellsville University to date; and

WHEREAS, with the attainment of these victories, the four women's national titles are notably the most individual national titles won in one meet by any sport; and

WHEREAS, Track and Field coaches Hilary Cebulko, George Eskridge, Detrick Briggs, and Joe Stockton honed the considerable skills of the entire team to bring it and each member of the team the innumerable victories the team has won, collectively and individually, fostering the spirit of fierce competition which is a tide that raises all ships in its harbor;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Campbellsville University Track and Field program, to include the coaches, staff, and the team members on the roster, are hereby congratulated on their manifold achievements in their athletic endeavors, as they uphold the finest traditions of honorable athletic competition.

Section 2.   The national Track and Field champions, Tiosha Beasley, Tiana Benjamin, P.J. Randles, and Nathelie Zetrenne, are furthermore lauded for their skills and victories in their individual competitions.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the coaches, staff, and team members on the roster of the Campbellsville University Track and Field program.
