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A RESOLUTION honoring Thomas Platt for his service to the community of Henderson County, the Commonwealth and the nation.

With deep respect and pride, we recognize and honor Thomas Platt for his public service to his community and the nation.

WHEREAS, after high school, Thomas Platt enlisted in the Army in 1947 and later graduated at the top of his class from the Military Police Academy in Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, in 1948, Mr. Platt was sent to occupied Japan and then to South Korea, where he served as an interrogator at prisoner of war camps. He also did tours in Germany and the Dominican Republic and attended two more military schools before he retired as a noncommissioned officer in 1968; and

WHEREAS, while stationed at Camp Breckenridge in Morganfield, Kentucky, in 1951-1952, Mr. Platt met and married his wife, Willie Andrews. The Platts recently celebrated their 60th wedding anniversary on February 7, 2013; and

WHEREAS, after retiring from the military, Mr. Platt joined the staff of the Earle C. Clements Job Corps Academy where he served more than 23 years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Platt has served on numerous boards for community organizations, including the Chamber of Commerce, Human Relations, Community Development, Habitat, and HOPE; is a life member of the NAACP and a Kentucky Colonel; and is currently serving on the boards of the Green River Area Development District, Audubon Area Housing Board of Commissioners, and the National Juvenile Justice Conference; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Platt was the Scoutmaster of the Norris Chapel Boy Scout Troop from 1968-1969, took over as president of the local NAACP branch in 1971, and was a member of the President's Advisory Council at Henderson Community College; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Platt is a long-time member of Norris Chapel Baptist Church, serving as a trustee for almost 40 years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Platt has served his family, church, community and country with great pride and humility;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate recognizes the honorable service of Thomas Platt to his community and country without regard to color, class, or station. In the words of Martin Luther King, Jr.,"[a]ll labor that uplifts humanity has dignity and importance and should be undertaken with painstaking excellence." Thomas Platt embodies the proposition that one person can make a difference in the lives of many. The Senate is honored to recognize the spirit and service of Thomas Platt.
