WHEREAS, the Kentucky State Building and Construction Trades Council, AFL-CIO merits sincere recognition for its 75 years of visionary leadership and dedicated service, standing as verifiable proof of the invaluable work unions provide toward maintaining the health, safety, and fair-wage standards of workers in our Commonwealth;
