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A RESOLUTION honoring the Hopkinsville High School Tigers Boys Basketball Team, 2013 2nd Region Champions and Sweet Sixteen semifinalists.

WHEREAS, on March 2, 2013, at Hopkinsville High School, the Hopkinsville High School Tigers defeated the Colonels of Henderson County by a score of 59-46 to capture the 2nd Region Championship and advance to the Sweet Sixteen; and

WHEREAS, the trip to Rupp Arena for the state tournament, the Tigers' second in a row and sixth in school history, continues the strong basketball tradition of Hopkinsville High, which won the Sweet Sixteen championship in 1985; and

WHEREAS, at the Sweet Sixteen, after Hopkinsville defeated South Oldham 74-52 and Graves County 50-34, they lost an epic semifinal battle against eventual champion Madison Central, a game in which the Tigers held a 12 point lead in the second half and led with just over a minute left, by a score of 60-56; and

WHEREAS, although devastated by the heartbreaking loss, the Tigers and their fans can take enormous pride in a wildly successful season which saw them record 33 wins against only five losses, including perfect records in both district play, at 8-0, and against 2nd Region competition, at 16-0; and

WHEREAS, the Tigers started the season with a record of 8-4, but after the beginning of the new year they went on a tear, winning 25 consecutive games prior to the state semifinal; and

WHEREAS, Hopkinsville, an extremely deep team that would often play as many as 10 or 11 players, was led on the floor by 6-3 senior Jordan Majors, who led the team in scoring with an average of 20.4 points per game, and 6-2 sophomore Jaqualis Matlock, a 14.5 points per game scorer, both of whom were named to the Sweet Sixteen All-Tournament Team; and

WHEREAS, the Hoptown starting five was rounded out by senior T.J. Elam, and juniors Jamonte Davis and Trey Edwards; and

WHEREAS, other members of the Tigers included seniors Robert Bell, Drico Kimbrough, and TJ Small; juniors Demarius Cager, Khale Dodd, Brien Dossett, and Demarius Henry; and sophomores Jaquan Farrow, Nik Hatcher, Jordan McGee, Josh Patton, Shaveon Richardson, Djyreon Smith, Marcus Wade, and Marquavious Welch; and

WHEREAS, Hopkinsville was guided to the state tournament by Head Coach Tim Haworth, who in three seasons with the Tigers has compiled a 79-15 record and led the team to two Sweet Sixteen appearances; and

WHEREAS, other members of the staff for the Tigers were assistant coaches Anthony Babb, Wayne Lewis, Sr., and Payton Croft; statistician Mike Mumford; and Ramon L Wilson; and 

WHEREAS, the 2013 Hopkinsville Tigers should be recognized and honored for their accomplishments, dedication, and hard work, and for the thrills that they gave to their supporters on their way to the semifinals of the Sweet Sixteen;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

The members of this Honorable Body, both individually and collectively, do hereby recognize and applaud the Hopkinsville High School Tigers Boys Basketball Team, Head Coach Tim Haworth and his assistants and support staff, Athletic Director Keith Kelley, and Principal Demetria Choice upon winning the 2013 2nd Region Basketball Championship and advancing to the semifinals of the Sweet Sixteen, and wish the players and coaches good fortune in all future endeavors.
