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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Judge Rachel A. Hutzel.

WHEREAS, Judge Rachel A. Hutzel served as Warren County (Ohio) Prosecutor, and was the first woman elected to that office. Her work as prosecutor gained national attention; and

WHEREAS, Judge Hutzel carried a special zeal into the prosecution of crimes against children and her leadership was instrumental in the opening of the Child Advocacy Center of Warren County in 2008; and

WHEREAS, in 2011, after nine years as Warren County Prosecutor, Judge Hutzel became the first woman elected to Ohio’s Twelfth District Court of Appeals; and

WHEREAS, Judge Hutzel’s legacy reaches beyond the courtroom and into the stars through the Rachel Hutzel Observatory in Warren County, Ohio; and

WHEREAS, Judge Hutzel was a loving spouse to her husband, Jeff Blazey, and a devoted mother to their son, Matt Blazey; and

WHEREAS, Judge Hutzel lost her second courageous battle with cancer on August 25, 2012;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate expresses its most profound sense of sorrow and proffers its sincerest condolences to the family, friends, and community of Judge Rachel A. Hutzel.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor and loving memory of Judge Rachel A. Hutzel.
