With fondest memories and deepest respect, we pause in silent reverence to pay homage and tribute to Kathleen Leah Hackworth Davis.

WHEREAS, Kathleen Leah Hackworth Davis was born to Pauline and Lucien Hackworth on August 10, 1921. She married Hugh Davis, her loving husband in 1979, and adopted his daughter Jackie as her own. WHEREAS, Kathleen Leah Hackworth Davis passed away January 3, 2013, at the age of 91, and her passing is mourned by her family, friends, and community who cherish fond memories of her friendship and her tireless efforts;
