WHEREAS, Heritage Christian was guided to the championship by Head Coach Ricky P'Pool, who was assisted by Mickey Allen; and

WHEREAS, the achievements of the Heritage Christian Academy Warriors and the determination, drive, and faith of this resilient basketball team, the thrills they have brought to their supporters, and their championship performance are all worthy of public recognition;
