A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the award-winning Hardin County Community Fair which has celebrated its 50th anniversary.

WHEREAS, the Hardin County Community Fair has celebrated its 50th anniversary.  According to the Hardin County Community Fair Board President Larry Jaggers, both the organizers of the Fair and the fairgoers are important in the overall success of the fair. Hardin County Community Fair Board members, volunteers, and community officials gathered at Grace Heartland Church to mark this milestone in the history of the fair. The current fairgrounds were purchased in 1964 on the South Dixie Highway. Some restoration was required after the 2011 tornado damaged the fairgrounds; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Association of Fairs and Horse Shows and the Kentucky Department of Agriculture honored the Hardin County Community Fair as the Most Progressive Fair in Kentucky. This award recognizes significant increases in the number of exhibits and entries from the previous year. The number of exhibits at the Hardin County Community Fair increased by about 100 exhibits from 2010 until 2011; and

WHEREAS, Jenna Walters of Elizabethtown, a freshman in college, won the Miss Hardin County Community Fair pageant in July 2012. Earlier this year, Jenna Walters became the Miss Kentucky County Fair;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This Honorable Body honors the Hardin County Community Fair on its 50th Anniversary, its receipt of the Most Progressive Fair award, and its winning the Miss Kentucky County Fair pageant and congratulates the Fair Board for the excellence and growth of the fair.
