WHEREAS, Mary Palda Marxen was a faithful steward to the community of faith, serving as a nun with the Dominican Sisters in Adrian, Michigan in her earlier years and leading as a choir director for congregations in Michigan, Ohio, and Kentucky throughout her life; and

WHEREAS, Mary Palda Marxen was a devout matriarch to her family, the best friend and wife of the late Norman L. Marxen; the beloved mother of Pamela Marxen (Kevin) Kelly, Karen (Iver) Sondrol, Thomas (Victoria) Marxen, and the late Jeffrey Marxen; the proud grandmother of 13; the cherished sister of John Palda and Elizabeth Palda; and the admired aunt of several nieces and nephews; and

WHEREAS, on January 3, 2013, Mary Palda Marxen departed this earthly existence, leaving her family and countless others in solemn mourning; and

WHEREAS, Mary Palda Marxen should be remembered and celebrated for her love for her family, fervor for art, passion for education, and commitment to service;
