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A RESOLUTION recognizing and congratulating Mr. Gregory Burchett of Johnson County, Kentucky as a survivor of male breast cancer, and honoring him for raising awareness of the disease for the benefit of all Kentuckians.

WHEREAS, approximately 2,000 men in the United States will be diagnosed with breast cancer this year, and an estimated 400 men will die from the disease; and

WHEREAS, the common perception of breast cancer as a disease affecting only women can delay the diagnosis and treatment of male breast cancer; and

WHEREAS, men who are diagnosed in the earliest stages of breast cancer have an increased chance of successful treatment; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gregory Burchett was diagnosed with and treated for breast cancer in 2012; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gregory Burchett has furthered community awareness of male breast cancer and encouraged others to seek treatment without hesitation;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

 Section 1.    The Senate recognizes and congratulates Mr. Gregory Burchett as a survivor of male breast cancer, and honors his efforts to raise awareness of the disease for the benefit of all Kentuckians.
