WHEREAS, Corporal Aaron M. Faust was the beloved son of Ken and Tess Faust, the doting brother of Abby and Katie Faust, the caring grandson of Sandra and Thomas Johnston and Elizabeth Faust, and he leaves behind many other family members who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Corporal Aaron M. Faust was a 2007 graduate of DeSales High School and was an active member of the Okolona Veterans of Foreign Wars; and
