Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 11 creates the Legislative Advisory Reapportionment and Redistricting Commission to be comprised of an elected member from each of Kentucky’s six U.S. Congressional Districts, one member appointed by the President of the Senate, one member appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives, one member appointed by the Minority Leadership of the Senate, one member appointed by the Minority Leadership of the House of Representatives, as well as the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.  The procedure for electing the members from the six Congressional Districts is the same as provided in KRS Chapter 118A relating to the election of Judges.
The Commission’s task would be to develop redistricting plans for the state Senate and House, U. S. Congressional districts, and, when requested,  state Supreme Court districts.  Standards to be followed by the Commission are specified, and the Commission must develop a plan and submit it to the Interim Joint Committee on State Government for consideration at its November meeting in the year following the decennial census.  
During the next Regular Session, the General Assembly must consider the Commission’s proposals for enactment into law.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
It is expected that the fiscal impact of HB 11 on local governments is expected to be minimal.
HB 11 would add a new “Ballot for Legislative Advisory Reapportionment and Redistricting Commission” to ballots prepared for a Regular election.  This would be in addition to other races that would already appear on the ballots.

Since ballots would already be required for other races, adding another race to the voting machine would not be considered costly.  For that reason, the fiscal impact of HB 11 is expected to be minimal.
