WHEREAS, Officer Gooding's service to his community contributed immensely to the overall safety of the citizens of Mason and Fleming County; and

WHEREAS, Officer Gooding was the humble recipient of several awards and recognitions, including the Kentucky Peace Officers Association Officer of the Year in 2008 and numerous letters of appreciation from the citizens of Maysville and Villa Hills; and

WHEREAS, Officer Gooding was a tireless advocate for school safety preparedness and violence prevention, which he addressed during a speech at the Mason County Area Technical School in 2005; and

WHEREAS, the loss of Officer Gooding will be felt throughout the communities he served. His family and friends should be comforted in the knowledge that he has now ascended to the next life to join his grandparents, William and Theresa Gilliam and Harold Gooding; and

WHEREAS, the members of this body express their deepest condolences for the passing of Officer Gooding to his family, friends, and community;

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
