WHEREAS, the Kentucky Association of Health Care Facilities presented the 2012 Statewide Facility of the Year Award to the Heritage Nursing and Rehabilitation Facility during the association's annual meeting in November 2012 in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, since its establishment in March 1997, Heritage has dedicated itself to embodying its motto, "Excellence Just Got Better," and succeeding at every step along the way; and

WHEREAS, Heritage staff are known for being supportive of and active in their community and have participated in a number of community events over the years, including the Relay for Life with the American Cancer Society, the Alzheimer's Association Walk to End Alzheimer's, events with the March of Dimes, and the St. Jude Radiothon; and Heritage has representation on the Board of Directors of the Corbin Senior Center and the Tri-County Elder Abuse Council; has membership with the Southern Kentucky Chamber of Commerce, the Whitley County Local Emergency Planning Committee, and the Region 13 Hospital Preparedness Program; serves as a clinical site for Lincoln Memorial University, Somerset Community College, Richmond Nurse Aide Training School, and Corbin ATC/Kentucky Tech; and is a donation site for the Kentucky Blood Center;
