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A RESOLUTION honoring the Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center upon its receipt of the 2012 Central District Facility of the Year Award.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Association of Health Care Facilities presents a Facility of the Year Award to a nursing home within each of its five districts; and

WHEREAS, nominees for the awards are judged on strict criteria, including facility and department goals and objectives, quality patient care, attitudes and enthusiasm of administrator and staff members, and the facilities activities and involvement with the local community; and

WHEREAS, Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center has been in operation since 1980; and

WHEREAS, Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center cares for 128 residents, employs 140 individuals, and has over 20 volunteers in any given week; and

WHEREAS, Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center specializes in short term rehab-to-home care, skilled nursing care, dementia care, palliative care, and long term care; and

WHEREAS, Robert Flatt has been employed in long term care since 1996 and has been the Long Term Care Administrator at Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center since 2002; and

WHEREAS, Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center is active with the American Red Cross Bloodmobiles, the James Graham Brown Cancer Center Mammogram Mobile, and multiple church groups; and

WHEREAS, Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center has also received the 2013 Bronze Commitment to Quality Award from the American Health Care Association; and

WHEREAS, Essex Nursing and Rehabilitation Center is one of two Kentucky long term care providers to be honored with the Bronze Award by the American Health Care Association; and

WHEREAS, only 360 long term care facilities in the country were honored with the Bronze Award; and

WHEREAS, the National Quality Award Program was established in 1996; and

WHEREAS, the National Quality Award Program centers on the core values and criteria of the Baldridge Performance Excellence Program, which assists long term care providers in achieving their performance excellence goals; and

WHEREAS, as a recipient of the Bronze Commitment to Quality award, Essex may now qualify to achieve performance levels to meet the criteria required for the Silver Achievement in Quality award;

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
