Does not allow individuals under the age of twenty-one (21) to enter the premises. 


Revenue generated from other tobacco sales shall not be used to determine whether an establishment satisfies the definition of cigar bar in this subsection;"; and

The cigar bar satisfactorily reports to the Kentucky Department for Public Health every six (6) months the revenue generated from the sale of cigars and alcoholic beverages as a percentage of gross revenue for that period. The Kentucky Department for Public Health may prescribe the content, format, and reporting dates for the revenue data and may require additional verifying documentation.


A cigar bar that fails to maintain the eligibility requirements of this subsection shall no longer qualify for this exemption and shall not be eligible to qualify again for this exemption".
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
