Shall identify the statistics to be collected to determine whether the program is reducing recidivism and improving child protection, and provide a list of those statistical measures to the Legislative Research Commission prior to implementation of the pilot project.

In proceedings under KRS Chapter 635, the statistics identified by the Administrative Office of the Courts shall include, at a minimum, statistics relating to the rate of pretrial detention, the rate at which the child is recommended to community programming by the Department of Juvenile Justice, the rate at which community based programming is ordered by the court, the rate at which the child is removed from the home as part of a disposition, and the rate of recidivism.

In proceedings under KRS Chapters 620 and 625, the statistics identified by the Administrative Office of the Courts shall include, at a minimum, statistics related to the speed with which a child protection investigation is completed, the rate at which the child is recommended to be returned to the home of the parents, the rate at which the court follows those recommendations, the rate at which children who remain or are returned to their home subsequently become victims of substantiated abuse by a person in the home, and the rate at which the court terminates parental rights."; and

On page 2, at the beginning of line 18, delete "(a)", and insert in lieu thereof "(b)"; and

On page 2, at the beginning of line 22, delete "(b)" and insert in lieu thereof "(c)"; and

On page 3, after line 11 insert the following:

All cases initiated prior to the implementation of this pilot project shall remain closed, except as otherwise provided by law. All records of proceedings conducted prior to the implementation of this pilot project shall be treated as sealed, and shall not be discussed in any court proceeding that is not closed.

Proceedings under KRS Chapter 635 shall remain closed until such time as the child has appeared with counsel, and counsel has had a fair opportunity to move for closure of the proceedings under subsection (2)(c) and (2)(d) of this section. If no such motion is timely made, or if the motion is denied, futher proceedings shall proceed as provided in this section.
