STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $59.72. Most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to 5 years. DOC’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.59 per day (includes jail per diem, medical & central office costs), not including substance abuse treatment. Projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years.

 Section 1 Requires that any person convicted of trafficking in the first degree in heroin in an amount of 2 grams or greater shall serve fifty percent (50%) of the sentence imposed, which is a Class C felony for a first offense with a sentence of five to ten years and a Class B felony for a second or subsequent offense with a sentence of ten to twenty years. In addition, if a person traffics in 2 grams or more of heroin and an overdose death results, the trafficker shall be guilty of a capital offense. Any person trafficking in less than 2 grams resulting in an overdose death would be guilty of a Class B felony.
Male defendants convicted of a capital crime and sentenced to the death penalty are housed at the Kentucky State Penitentiary and females are housed at the Kentucky Correctional Institution for Women. These institutions have higher than average annual costs to incarcerate at  $27,818 and $28,212 respectively.

The chart below shows the number of current DOC inmates serving a Class B or Class C sentence for trafficking in a controlled substance in the first degree. Note that it is currently not possible to determine how many of those convictions were for heroin.
