MEASURE’S PURPOSE: HB 123 adds language to Section 1 of KRS 311.935 to explain the advantages, disadvantages, risks, and descriptions of all medically efficacious and viable alternatives for the treatment of breast cancer. 
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS:  New language added to amend Section 1 of KRS 311.935 includes an explanation of the advantages, disadvantages, risks, and descriptions of all medical alternatives for the treatment of breast cancer.  The new language relates to choice of treatments, including information relating to plastic surgeon design of incisions; information on breast reconstruction surgery; explanation of the provisions relating to mastectomy, lymph node dissection, lumpectomy, and breast reconstruction surgery health insurance coverage, and second opinion coverage; and, any other information the cabinet deems necessary.

New language is added that expands the provision of information to “health care facilities that provide mastectomy surgery, lymph node dissection, or lumpectomies" and requires the cabinet to make the information accessible to the public on its web site.
New language is added relating to a patient whose mammogram indicates "dense breast tissue".  The health care professional issuing the report of the mammography results shall provide notification to the patient that includes information as it relates to an increased risk of breast cancer.  Included in the new language is a definition of "dense breast tissue" as used in nationally recognized guidelines for breast imaging reporting of mammography screening.
