Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Current law (KRS 531.020) punishes the distribution of one unit of obscene matter as a Class B misdemeanor and more than one unit as a Class A misdemeanor.
HB 130 establishes the Class A misdemeanor of distribution of non-consensual pornography when a person distributes private erotic matter without the consent of the person depicted.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 130 on local governments is expected to be minimal.
At present, distribution of obscene matter is punished as a Class B or a Class A misdemeanor, depending on the quantity of the matter distributed.  According to the Administrative Office of the Courts, over the last decade there have not been more than five convictions in any given year for distribution of obscene matter.

It is doubtful that the number of convictions for the Class A misdemeanor of distribution of non-consensual pornography will exceed the number of convictions for distribution of obscene matter.

A person convicted of a Class A misdemeanor may be incarcerated for up to a year in one of Kentucky’s 79 jails.  While the expense of housing an inmate varies by jail, each additional inmate will increase facility costs by an estimated average of $33.26 per day including medical costs.  

Since HB 130 is expected to result in a small number of Class A misdemeanor convictions that will lead to jail terms paid for by local governments, the fiscal impact of HB 130 on local governments is expected to be minimal.
